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SUMMARY OF ARTICLES

T h e years of the G e r m a n colonization d r ive acce l ­
erated the process of the disappearance of folk a r t 
in the Gdańsk-Pomerania region. T h i s process gained 
impetus as f rom the midd le of the 19 th century. 
I n this situation, the collections of museums a n d tine 
documentation campaign in the area under rev iew 
p lay a part icu lar ly important role. 
Arch i tecture is represented by : cottages, f a rm bu i l ­
dings a n d churches. T h e typical south Kashub i an 
cottage of the 17th to 19 th centur ies w a s a three -
roomed bui lding of the arcade type w i th a gable 
roof (most frequently thatched — fig. 2). T h i s type 
Oi buitaing is also met w i t n at Koc iew. I n the 
northern, coastal a n d cent ra l Kashub i an region there 
are numerous cottages of skeleton construction f i l led 
in w i th c lay or unburnt bricks, w i t h either a gable 
or j e rk in head roff (thatched). A character ist ic k i n d 
of ornamentation are p innacles of var ious shapes cut 
out of boards (fig. 5). F a r m buildings stood apart 
w i th in the f a rm precincts. Worthy of notice a re the 
bread bak ing ovens covered w i t h a sma l l gable roof 
a n d rest ing on short posts (fig. 7), w h i c h are usua l ly 
located nea r the farmhouse or in the garden. 
T h e more wealthy, L o w e r V i s tu l a par t of the K a s h u b ­
ian region a n d the surrounding distr icts h a d more 
impressive buildings. I n Góraki (Sztum district ) 
there were large cottages w i th m a n y rooms and deep 
arcade supported by f ive posts. I n Żuławy a n d the 
V i s tu la Lowlands , there a re o ld cottages w i t h a 
ve randa in front (fig. 6). T h e supporting posts, a n d 
the doors a re sometimes ornamented (fig. 8). I n the 
distr icts of Sz tum, K w i d z y n a n d Malbork, there are 
also ord inary cottages w i t h thatched roofs. 
H o u s e h o l d E q u i p m e n t T h e sma l l homemade 
stools w i th b acks a n d the rough ord inary benches 
that have been preserved testify that the furnishings 
of the cottages in Pomeran ia were rather pr imit ive 
200 yea rs ago. Development began at the end of the 
18th century a n d went on dur ing the 19 th century 
under the inf luence of the furniture used by the 
gentry a n d the town papulation, an influence w h i c h 
i s evident i n the decorat ive elements of the household 
equipment. Up t i l l the second ha l f of the 19th 
century, dowry coffers we r e used, Which were later 
ousted by urban furniture. T h e painted ornamenta ­
tion on the Kashub i an coffers most ly consists of 
plant motifs. I n poorer homes, the coffers were 
pa inted in one colour. T h e shape of the coffers w a s 
different i n different parts of Pomeran ia (fig. 10 — 
15). A piece of furniture typical of the Ka shub i an 
homes w a s a painted sideboard (they were also used 
by other ethnic groups in Pomerania) . Cerata in 
features of h istor ica l styles are evident in the 
decorative elements (fig 16, 17). These features are 
also to be found in wardrobes, today rarely used (19). 

Other pieces of furniture that have been preserved 
are stools w i th backs (fig. 18, 20) painted one colour: 
rusty brown or blue, a n d benches wi th decoratively 
ca rved backs (fig 22). 

Then there are coffer-benches, w h i c h were used 
as beds w i th a seat that l i fted up and a front that 
could be d r awn out. Th i s k i n d of bed w i th a d r a w -
-out front a re s t i l l in common use today (fig 24). 

T h e l ine of the back w a l l of these beds is reminiscent 
of 18th century baroque furniture. 
There a re also some rare specimens of crad les (fig. 21) 
a n d o ld tables (fig 25) a n d a lso spoon r acks (fig 23) 

I n t e r i o r D e c o r a t i o n . A t the beginning of 
the 19th century, rooms were decorated w i t h pictures 
painted on glass, profusely hung a l l along the wa l l s . 
They we re later replaced by pr inted pictures. T h e 
pictures were decorated w i th gar lands of herbs. T h e n 
there were the figures of saints, enhanced w i th paper 
f lowers a n d rosettes. A t the beginning of 20th century, 
„pająki" cei l ing decorations of sp ider - l ike form, 
radiating f rom a cent ra l point) made of s t r aws and 
b lown egg-shells were used to decorate the rooms, 
later they were enhanced w i th wooden birds. 

P o t t e r y . Pomeran ia has long-standing t rad i ­
tions a s regards pottery (fig 26, 27). T h e r e were 
numerous potteries s t i l l work ing there a t the end 
of the 19th century. A t the beginning of the 20th 
century, industry began to oust tne pottery proctucea 
in these parts, but there a re s t i l l potteries wo rk ing 
there to this v e r y day, one in Chmie lno (Ka r tuzy 
district) run by the Necel f ami ly (fig. 41) producing 
painted ce ramic w a r e and another i n Ka r tuzy , 
ca r ry ing on the traditions of the Meissners and 
producing pottery according to the o ld patterns. T n e 
typical o ld ceramic w a r e made by the Kashwbians 
were large p i tchers covered w i t h dark b rown glazing 
(fig 28) or decorated w i th p lant motifs (fig. 31). 
S im i l a r pitchers were produced in the L o w e r V i s tu l a 
region (fig. 32), but w i t h different ornamentation 
(fig 33, 34). 

I n Góraki and Żuławy, the typical pottery 
products were large bowls w i th vert ic ie i l angeu 
edges covered w i t h b rown glazing. T h e K a s h u b i a n s 
and the S lov incy used sma l l e r bowls covered w i th 
white glazing (fig 30). 
I n the L o w e r V i s tu l a region and at Koc iewie , bow l -
- l i ke colanders were used (tig. 33). A l l over Gdańsk-
-Pomeran ia double pots were very widely used (fig. 
29, 3i2, 36, 37). T h e oldest specimens from the second 
hal f of tne 19th century were decorated wi th geo­
metr ica l patterns a n d the newer ones, w i th p lant 
motifs. 
T h e pitchers and double pots were sometimes covered 
w i th different glazings inside and outside (fig. 36). 
A t the end of the 19th century the c e r amic w a r e 
made here inc luded sma l l ear thenware w a l l fonts 
(fig. 42, 43). T h e older ones we r e s imple in shape 
and were covered w i t h one-colour glazing, While 
the later ones — w i th bas-relief carved figures — 
were multicoloured. None of the o ld toy earthenware 
figures once made have been preserved. Today they 
are made at Chmie lno (fig 44). 
A t the end of the 19th century, t i l e -mak ing began 
to spread among the potters. T i l e^making traditions 
on the Pol ish coast date back to mediaeva l times. 

W i c k e r - w o r k . T h i s craft w a s ve ry wides ­
pread in Pomerania . T h e mater ia ls used were roots, 
jun iper twigs, sr ipped oakl ings a n d osier. Apa r t 
from baskets (fig 48, 49), f ishing nets a n d corn 
measures were made us ing the sp i r a l technique, 
(fig. 47, S I ) . O the r w i cke r -wo rk w a s made by the 
cross-weave technique (fig. 53) or made of strippings 
woven w i th pine roots or of s t raw woven w i th roots 
or osier. Today, w i cke r -wo rk occupies an important 
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place in the art ist ic folk art industry and is much 
in demand in the towns. 

W e a v i n g , w h i c h w a s once extensively developed 
in Pomerania , decl ined at the end of the 19th century. 
T h e special ity of the region was wool len homespun, 
navy blue for men's suits and brown, green and red 
for women's dresses. I n the weaving done in the 
L o w e r V i s tu la region, the inf luence of the Waiimian 
and Mazur ian weavers could be seen (fig. 54, 55). 
Research has shown that the Wa rmian and Mazur ian 
weavers w h o settled there or passed through this 
region on their wanderings produced l inen and rag 
rugs Today, there are only a few weav ing centres 
in the Kashub i an region and in Bory, where rugs 
are made (fig. 56, 58). I n the past, there were also 
workshops producing pr inted l inens (fig. 59). 

C o s t u m e s , E m b r o i d e r y a n d L a c e . About 
the 19th century, folk costumes we re no longer worn 
in the region under review. W e have ve ry l itt le i n ­
formation about the costumes of the ethnic groups 
l iv ing there, w i t h the exception of the Kashub ians . 
T h e basic garment worn by men in the midd le of 
the 19th century was a long russet coat, w h i c h was 
either blue or navy blue. Apar t from dresses, the 
women wore bodices or jackets of one colour. E m ­
broidery on clothing w a s confined to the gold bro­
caded Sunday caps worn by the women (fig. 60, 62) 
made of velvet. S i l k caps, ornamented w i th mu l t i ­
coloured embroidery were also worn (fig. 61). T h e 
gold brocated caps were no longer worn after the 
middle of the 19th century and it w a s not worn 
after the 'middle of the 19th century and it w a s not 
long before s i lk embroidery disappeared too. Among 
the ornamenta l motifs used in this region the most 
characterist ic was the pommegranate fruit. A t the 
beginning of the 20th century, thanks to the propa­
ganda conducted by the Kashub ian Intel l igentsia, 
numerous embroidery centres were set up, main ly 
producing for the towns. White embroidery was found 
sometimes on the col lars and cuffs of women's 
blouses, a n d at the beginning of the 20th century 
it w a s used to ornament the h e m of skirts . A t this 
time there were also costumes enhanced wi th cro­
cheted lace. Crocheted lace was also found on bed­
spreads (fig. 64). 

O r n a m e n t a t i o n i n W o o d w a s not fre­
quently found here. I n rel ics dat ing back to the 
18th—20th centuries, it i s only found in some k inds 
of objects; carved ornamentation: yokes for d rawing 
f ishing nets (fig. 65), mangles and weav ing boards, 
the l ids of double pots (fig. 66), stools, butter moulds 
(fig. 69), a n d distaffs. 

I r o n O r n a m e n t a t i o n . I ron was not widely 
used; above a l l , f ish hooks were made of iron 
(fig. 70) and also wrought anchors. Sometimes, b l ack ­
smiths tools were decorated, (fig. 73). I ron ornamen­
tation w a s used most in bui lding: hinges, the i ron­
work round locks, etc. and also on iron ways ide 
crosses (fig. 72), roof crosses and weather -cocks 
(fig. 71), the oldest of w h i c h date back to the turn 
of the 17th and 18th centuries. Art i s t ic smithery 
in Pomeran ia dec l ined at the beginning of the 
20th century, ousted by industr ia l production. 

O b j e c t s a n d O r n a m e n t s f r o m H o r n 
a n d A m b e r a re represented above a l l by snuff­
boxes made of horn, most popular among the K a ­
shubians (fig. 75, 76). T h e y are shaped l ike smal l 
horns, canisters, top-boots and 'bottles. They are 
often ornamented. A m b e r w a s used to make j ewe l ­
lery. 

T o y s — made of wood. T h e y are usual ly horses 
(fig. 77). Moving toys are also met with. 

A r t i n r i t e s a n d c u s t o m s . T h e custom 
of carry ing the Chr is tmas crib has been kept here 

(fig. 79). T h e figures are usua l ly moving ones w i th 
carved heads and dressed in var ious coloured rags. 
T h e carol -s ingers s tar is l ess common, the decoration 
being ve ry modest. O n the other hand there are 
a large var iety of masks for masquerades. T h e masks 
are made of wood, leather, horn, cardboard, tow, 
horse-hair , etc (fig. 81, 83, 84, 86, 89) a n d some 
masquerade clothes are woven from straw (fig. 89). 
One of the art ist ic forms connected w i th custom was 
the vi l lage emblem (fig. 87, 88), w h i c h w a s st i l l 
found up to the beginning of the 20th century. 
A s regards mus ica l instruments, there were the 
original „Devil's f iddles" (fig. 80). 

W o o d C a r v i n g . Wood carving w a s st i l l Wides­
pread at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries — 
in ways ide shr ines on posts. As , however, wood did 
not s t and up ve ry w e l l to the damp cl imate, they 
were replaced by figures made of 'porcelain, i ron or 
plaster. T h e most typ ica l K a s h u b i a n shr ines a re tal l 
crosses w i th a sma l l porch - l ike roof over the figure 
of the crucif ied Christ . T h i s figure is a lso found 
on the cruci f ixes carr ied i n processions and i s marked 
for the elongation of the body. The r e is more var iety 
in the figures of sa ints (fig. 91^96 , 98) apart from very 
pr imit ive carvings, there a re rea l ist ic carv ings often 
after h istor ica l styles. T h e folk carv ing traditions 
are st i l l kept up today (fig. 95, 96), but religious 
themes are giving w a y to secular ones. Bas-re l ie fs 
are r a re ly met wi th . 

P a i n t i n g . T h e most common here were pa in ­
tings on l inen a n d glass, painted in the 18th and 
19th century for the people by the craftsmen in the 
sma l l towns. A t the a n d of the 19th century they 
began to give w a y to printed religious pictures and 
very few of them have been preserved till this day 
(fig. 102—107). 

A separate group are pictures made f rom wood-
carvings glued onto the background (fig. 104 typical 
among the Kashub ians . 

Feliks Markowski — R E L I C S O F T H E K A S H U B I A N 
R E G I O N I N T H E L I T H O G R A P H S O F W I K T O R G O ­
S I E N I E C K I . 

T h i s art ic le deals w i th 4 portfolios entitled „Relics 
of the Nat ive A r t of Western Po land " issued severa l 
years after the F i r s t Wor l d W a r and containing the 
l ithographs of the Poznań painter Professor Wiktor 
Gosieniecki . These l ithographs are a va luable docu­
mentation of art i s t ic relics. I t w a s planned to issue 
a fifth portfolio devoted to the Kashub ians . It was 
to be based m a i n l y on the collections of M r Gu lgow-
ski i n a cottage-museum, w h i c h w a s later burnt 
down, a n d the supplementary documentation that 
Professor Gosieniecki elaborated after the F i r s t Wor ld 
War from specimens found in areas previously i n ­
accessible to Po l i sh researches. The fifth portfolio 
was to have contained 20 llthograps showing K a ­
shubian architecture. W e are pr int ing reproductions 
of some of them.
